Paul Emory has become best known for his  

modified realistic landscapes and everyday scenes drawn 

from memories and inspired by the Appalachian foothills 

of Southern Ohio.  Emory attended the Columbus College 

of Art & Design in Columbus, Ohio.  He received his  

bachelors degree from Painting, Ringling 

School of Art & Design in Sarasota, 

Florida.  Emory attended Pratt Institute in 

Brooklyn, New York and  received his 

masters of fine art from Ohio University 

in Athens, Ohio.  Emoryôs honors  

include being twice the recipient of the 

Ohio Arts Council Individual Artist  

Fellowship, winner of Ohio State Fair 

Awards three times, Governorôs Residence Art Invitation 

in Columbus, Ohio, Artist Choice Exhibition in New York 

City to name just a few.  Emory has private and public 

collections throughout the United States, Canada and 

Mexico. 

Mary Borkowski was a fiber artist who lived to 

be in her 90s.  Drawing on events in her life, Borkowski 

used the finest silk yarns and threads to make fiber art 

drawings on canvas, silk, felt or velvet backgrounds.  

Borkowskiôs work can be found in the Museum of 

American Folk Art in New York, the Smithsonian  

Institution, the Presidential Libraries of Bill Clinton and 

Richard Nixon, the Dayton Art Institution, and Sinclair
